Be careful to support ATV properly so that it is securely supported so that
A-arms and shocks can droop to full extension.

Secure the tubing bracket to the frame using 10 x 55mm Hex head bolt. Insert two round spacersin
the center of the tubing bracket, diding the bolt through the round spacers, before fastening tight.

On the outside of the tubing bracket, to the right, ingtal the flat twist bracket. (Seelllustration F-
G)

bracket isattached to the tube bracket, the opposite end of the flat twist bracket will run parallel
to the portion of the frameit will be attached to.

Secure the flat twist bracket to the frame using the small flat bracket and two %ax 1 ¥Hex head
bolts and Nyloc nuts. (Seelllustration |)
Re-attach lower shock to shock mount.
